Museums: 
Coachella Valley History Museum, 82616 Miles Avenue, Indio, CA 92201. 
Open Monday & weekends.  A historical campus which contains the 1926 adobe Smiley-Tyler House which 
houses the main exhibits, the historic 1909 Indio Schoolhouse and the Date Museum.  Admission $8 for seniors 
Palm Springs Art Museum, 101 Museum Drive, Palm Springs, CA 92262. 
Closed Tuesday & Wednesday.  In addition to the regular exhibitions, current special exhibitions feature The 
Female Form: Tom Wesselmann & Mickalene Thomas; Fashioning Architecture: What the Runway Borrows from 
Architecture; and A Queer Arcana: Art, Magic and Spirit.  Admission is $23 for seniors. 
Faye Sarkowsky Sculpture Garden 72-457 CA-111, Palm Desert, CA 92260.  
Open daily from sunrise to sunset. Adjacent to the Palm Springs Art Museum, the four-acre garden features 14 
outdoor sculptures and over 60 desert plants.  Admission is free. 
Palm Springs Air Museum, 745 N. Gene Autry Trail, Palm Springs, CA 92262. 
Open daily. The museum encompasses five themed hangars, outdoor displays, and a visitor center. Admission is 
$23 for seniors. 
Cabot's Pueblo Museum 67-616 E. Desert View Ave, Desert Hot Springs, CA 92240 
Closed Monday.  This museum offers a glimpse into the creativity and ingeniousness of Cabot Yerxa, the 
founder and builder of the pueblo. Admission: Guided Tour $14 for seniors; Self-Guided Tour $11 for seniors.

Opens at 11:00 a.m.  This is a traditional mall featuring nearly 100 stores.

Shields Date Garden 80225 CA-111, Indio, CA 92201 known for its Date Shakes, historic charm, and 
pleasant gardens and “The Romance and Sex Life of the Date” is still showing in its theater. 
Sunnylands Center & Gardens, 37977 Bob Hope Dr. Rancho Mirage, CA 92270. 
Closed Monday & Tuesday. Reservations for guided tours of house and gardens are available online but 
sell out quickly. Alternatively, view the 20-minute film about Sunnylands and take the self-guided audio tour 
of the gardens. No reservation required and both activities are free. 
Joshua Tree State Park.  There are several park entrances.
